Our trained shooting sports instructors have safety as their top priority while the 
boys complete the requirements for their Archery and BB Belt Loop.  Waterfront 
activities at Baiting Hollow include swimming, boating and a day at the beach.  All 
campers will have their swim level evaluated  and will only be allowed to swim in 
the area that meets their ability.  For science, campers will get messy while doing 
fun experiments.  In addition, each camper will complete a different project each 
week during their sessions at arts and crafts.  Games and sports will help teach the 
boys about rules and teamwork which are important life lessons for social interac-
tion.  Lastly, see who can be the fastest to the top of our 32 foot climbing wall.
